The city is located in the 
Adirondack Foothills, north of Saratoga, on the banks of the Hudson River.  Cultural offerings include the 
Charles R. Wood Theater, the Glens Falls Symphony, the Hyde Art Museum, the Chapman Historical 
Museum and the Cool Insuring Arena.
